Introduction

This series was written to help students learn about United
States history and geography. There are four books in the series and
each workbook is bilingual in Spanish and English. The series is
written on a 4th grade reading level in bold 16 point type. It is
especially good for students learning a second language, for students
who have difficulty with reading, or for older beginning readers.
Each book includes stories, maps, and activities.

Each state is presented by a story, then a vocabulary and
comprehension page, next a map with questions, and finally a chart,
table, graph, or other type of activity which presents information to
the students. Most stories deal with a historic topic. The stories are
about men and women from different racial groups who have helped
build this nation. The vocabulary and comprehension page is to be
used in conjunction with the story. The map shows the major cities,
rivers, geographic areas, and products of that state. The charts,
tables, and graphs present information for students to read and use.

When students finish the series they will have an overview of
United States history and geography. The series is intended to be fun
and easy to use whether it is done by an individual or by a class. If
done by a class, the author hopes students will help each other to do
the readings and activities. At the end of the book are an answer key
and index.



Rhode Island

The year 1938 dawned with promise. Barbara was glad Franklin
Delano Roosevelt was President. Her family had greatly benefited
from Roosevelt’s New Deal program. Her older brother, who had
lost his job at the textile mill, had gotten a job with the WPA (the
Works Progress Administration, later known as the Work Projects
Administration). He was helping to build a library. Other projects
of the WPA were building or improving roads and constructing or
repairing schools and other public buildings. Barbara’s younger
brother, Harold, had gotten a job with the CCC (Civilian
Conservation Corps), another relief operation of the New Deal
program. Harold received food and shelter and was paid $30 a
month, of which $25 had to be given to his parents. Harold lived in
a camp under the management of army officers. He enjoyed the
outdoor work and appreciated the training. Barbara’s younger
sister benefited from the NYA (National Youth Administration),
which provided needy high school and college students with part-
time jobs at their schools.

But later in the year, a severe hurricane hit Rhode Island,
killing 262 people and causing extensive property damage. Barbara
would never forget the high winds and strong storm surge. Storm
surges are domes of water that rise underneath hurricanes or
cyclones and cause extensive coastal flooding when the storm
reaches land. Barbara’s home had been completely destroyed by
wind and water.

Years later, Barbara’s granddaughter would fly aircraft into
hurricanes to measure wind velocities and directions, the location
and size of the eye, the pressures within the storms, and their
thermal structure. Improved systems of prediction and
communication would help to minimize loss of life in hurricanes.




Rhode Island

El afio 1938 comenzé lleno de promesas. Barbara estaba contenta
porque Franklin Delano Roosevelt era presidente. Su familia se habia
beneficiado mucho con el programa New Deal de Roosevelt. Su
hermano mayor, que habia perdido su trabajo en la planta textil,
comenzo6 a trabajar con la WPA (Works Progress Administration, que
después se conoceria como la Work Projects Administration). El
ayudaba a construir una biblioteca. La WPA tenia otros proyectos, como
la construccion o la mejora de carreteras y la construccion o reparacion
de escuelas y otros edificios ptiblicos. El hermano mas joven de Barbara,
Harold, trabajaba con la CCC (Cuerpos Civiles de Conservacién), otra
operacion de beneficencia publica del programa New Deal. Harold
recibia comida y un lugar para dormir y le pagaban $30 al mes, de los
cuales tenia que darle $25 a sus padres. Harold vivia en un campamento
administrado por oficiales del ejército. Le gustaba el trabajo al aire libre
y apreciaba el entrenamiento. La hermana mas joven de Barbara recibia
los beneficios de la NYA (National Youth Administration) que ofrecia
trabajos de tiempo parcial en sus escuelas para los estudiantes
necesitados de escuela secundaria y colegio universitario.

Pero tiempo después, ese mismo afo, un severo huracan golpeé a
Rhode Island, matando a 262 personas y provocando extensos dafos a
las propiedades. Barbara nunca olvidaria los fuertes vientos y las
intensas marejadas. Las marejadas son domos de agua que surgen por
debajo de los huracanes o ciclones y que provocan grandes
inundaciones en la costa cuando la tormenta llega a tierra firme. La casa
de Barbara se destruy6 totalmente por el viento y el agua.

Afos después, la nieta de Barbara vuela aviones dentro de los
huracanes para medir la rapidez y direccién del viento, la ubicacion y el
tamano del ojo, las presiones dentro de las tormentas, y su estructura
térmica. Al mejorar los sistemas de prediccién y comunicacion se
ayudaria a minimizar la pérdida de vidas en los huracanes.
